District Profile 

The Kerman Unified School District is located 17 miles or 25 minutes southwest of 
Fresno, in the city of Kerman.  The district is situated near the middle of Fresno County 
in the heart of the agricultural region.  Kerman Unified is a district of 3,700+ students 
with six campuses:  Kerman Floyd Elementary (Preschool – 4), Sun Empire Elementary 
(K – 4), Liberty Intermediate (5 – 6), Kerman Middle (7 – 8), Kerman High (9 – 12), and 
Alternative Education programs including Nova High, Nova Opportunity, Kerman 
Community Day, and Kerman Adult School. 

The district is culturally and ethnically diverse with 75% Hispanic; 15% Caucasian; 7% 
Asian; 3% other.  Seventy-two percent of our students receive free/reduced meals and 
31% are English Language Learners. 

Kerman Unified School District is composed of professional and competently skilled 
staff who are dedicated to meeting the needs of our student population.  The district 
employs 182 classroom teachers, 200 classified employees, six learning 
directors/associate principals, five principals, three directors, two assistant 
superintendents, and a superintendent.
